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World Rules Summary





THE BREAK


The break and all other shots where the white ball is replaced (i.e. after In-off etc.) can be played from anywhere behind (no part of the white ball may touch) the baulk line. (The 'D' is no longer of any consequence). 


To constitute a legal break, at least one ball must be potted or at least four balls (other than the white) must hit a cushion. Failure to achieve this results in a two shot penalty.


In-off on break only results in loss of visit - not two-shot penalty!


Ball off the table from break results in two-shot penalty. Object ball off table is two-shot penalty and should be replaced on black spot or as close to it as possible in straight line between black spot and cushion furthest from baulk.


If a ball or balls are potted on break the breaker has 'open table' and must then nominate. If he nominates the colour he has potted from break he must only play a legal shot to be on that colour. If however he nominates a colour he has not potted from break he must legally pot a ball of that colour to be on that colour.


If the breaker fails to pot on a legal break turn passes to the opponent, who is not obliged to nominate, but may play a ball of any colour (except the black) and must achieve a pot to be on any colour. If he pots balls of two colours he must then nominate as in no. 5 (see above).





NORMAL PLAY


Failure to pot a ball or cause a ball to hit a cushion after contact with an object ball results in a two-shot penalty. If a player plays a ball already touching a cushion the white ball or another ball must touch a cushion during the shot for the shot to be deemed legal. EXCEPTION: If a player cannot contact directly any part of one of his balls then he must then declare “total snooker” and allow the referee to confirm this before playing his shot. He will then not receive a two-shot penalty if he does not cause a ball to hit a cushion after contact with the object ball.


When a player has two shots this is effectively two visits i.e. two shots carry.


A player is “foul-snookered" if, after his opponent has committed a foul and he has two shots, he is unable to hit both extreme edges of any of his balls. The player then has the option of nominating a “free ball” or having the white ball lifted by the referee and playing from anywhere behind the baulk line. If the free ball option is selected the player must then nominate/indicate to the referee the particular ball he wishes to become a free ball. He may pot this ball (unless he has nominated the black) and still retain his two shots. On all subsequent shots he must play his own balls.


A player may deliberately play a foul at any time with only the standard two shot penalty.





NOTE:	The above summary is only intended to familiarise players with rules and situations that will/or may arise in all or most games. Players should read the full printed rules and ensure a copy is available for reference at all matches in the event of other less common situations arising.

Could You Play For Scotland ?





What’s In It For You ?


Scotland has already produced World and European team and individual Champions in each of the Men, Ladies and Junior categories. Maybe you have what it takes, maybe you want to test yourself against players from other leagues, maybe you want to improve your game playing the best players in the region, maybe you just want a social occasion with friends or to meet other players.





The Process


The system is automatic which makes it fair. To play for Scotland, it all starts with the ranking tour. Accumulate enough points by the end of the season to qualify for the squad trial, then win enough matches at the trial to become part of the team to represent your country.





The Men’s Ranking Tour


The tour will consist of six ranking events held throughout the year. Points are awarded at each event depending on how many frames are won and how far a player progresses.





Proposed Format


Dependant on entries, each event will be played over one weekend. The top 16 seeded players on the ranking list will pay a £20 entry fee and automatically progress to the Sunday.


Any other player wishing to enter will pay £10 entry fee and play on the Saturday (late entry allowed due to work, etc). Play continues until only 16 players remain, they will then progress to the Sunday.


A fresh draw will be carried out on Sunday morning, and the tournament played from the last 32 stage to a finish.


Dependant on entries, prize money will be paid out as far down as the last 16 stage.


Note: Should entry level not meet expectation, an alternative format will be devised to accommodate numbers.

Who is the SEPF ?





The Scottish Eightball Pool Federation (SEPF) is the governing body for World Rules Pool played in Scotland, recognised by and affiliated to the European Eight-ball Pool Federation (EEPF), and World Eight-ball Pool Federation (WEPF).





The SEPF organise events in which players of all ages and abilities are welcome to compete, improving their standard of play and hopefully qualify for the national squad which attend various international events held each year. The qualification process for the men’s squad is automatic, ensuring a fair system which is based on each player’s final ranking position.





This year, the SEPF has restructured, splitting the men’s ranking tour into two sections:	Region 1 – North of (and including) Laurencekirk


		Region 2 – South of Laurencekirk





This restructure gives more players the opportunity to play in events organised by the SEPF. The two regions will reduce travel distance, accommodation costs, etc. which build up over an entire season.
